Why do we learn to spell at school? 

 

Y3 boy: “So that you can write when you are older 
and people will be able to read it.” 

Y4 girl: “So you can spell lots of words and people 
can read your work.” 

Y5 boy: “Later on in life, you want to be smart so 
that you can get a job, like being a pilot.”  

Y6 girl: “So that you can apply for jobs and get a job 
when you are older.” 



Children’s responses 

What do you think of our Spelling

Y3 boy: “It’s fun! I like the smiley characters on the 
screen and Dots and Dashes.” 

Y4 girl: “It’s a lot of fun.  I like 4-in-a-row  with a 
partner, and Jumping Orange Words.” 

Y5 boy: “I really enjoy it. I like Dictionary Challenge 
because you learn new words.” 

Y6 girl: “It’s good because it helps me to spell by 
remembering all the letter patterns” 



Scheme Structure 

Y2:   Children complete Book 2A (14 units,     
         revision of KS1 phonics, use of          
         apostrophes) and Book 2B (15 units, word  
         endings and suffixes 
Y3:   14 units, covers Y3/4 concepts from National Curriculum 
Y4:   14 units, covers Y3/4 concepts from National Curriculum 
         (prefixes, suffixes, homophones) 
Y5:   12 units, covers Y5/6 content from National  
         Curriculum  
Y6:   12 units, revision of all key concepts taught in Y2- 
         Y5, in preparation for Y6 statutory tests 
• Regular opportunities for consolidating, reviewing and 

completing practice tests
